

Procedure for Admission
Veterans Village

1.  The Department of Veterans Affairs staff will determine eligibility for health care and possible admission to HUD/VASH Program for Section 8 vouchers.

2. VA will assess Veteran for appropriateness through comprehensive assessments including a national homeless assessment and a psychosocial evaluation.  This includes history of homelessness, mental illness, substance abuse, income, employment, legal issues, and medical problems.  Admission to HUD/VASH Program is determined at this time.  If a Veteran has clinical needs that exceed HUD/VASH he/she will be referred to the appropriate level of care in the VA's clinical services.  
3. If Veteran chooses to participate in program, the VA will develop a Housing Case Management Plan to outline goals and objectives of participating in program.

4. Once this is completed, the Veteran will be referred to Public Housing Authority (PHA) for processing of the Section 8 voucher.  PHA completes a sexual offender check during this process.  If Veterans are on the sexual offender registry, they will not be authorized a voucher.  
5. While the PHA is processing the Section 8 voucher, the Veteran will be referred to Volunteers of America (Veterans Village) for possible tenancy in the building.
6. VOA will complete a needs assessment, application for residency, and background check to determine appropriateness for admission.  VOA will accept or deny a Veteran during this step.  VOA has the final decision on the admission to the Veterans Village.
7. If Veterans are authorized Section 8 vouchers and meet criteria of Veterans Village, they will be admitted once the apartment inspection takes place by PHA and the unit is approved.   Veterans will sign a lease with VOA at the time of the unit approval from the PHA.
8. Once the lease is signed, move-in date will be determined.

9. VA will provide on-going case management while Veterans are receiving Section 8 vouchers and are participating in the HUD/VASH Program.  A Housing Case Management Plan will provide objectives and goals for treatment.

10. VOA will serve a landlord and enforce rules of Veterans Village.  VOA will also provide supportive services in conjunction with VA.   
Additional Notes

-Any violations of Section 8 regulations established by HUD will be reported to the PHA by VOA and VA.

-Veterans in the HUD/VASH Program have to meet the income guidelines established by HUD.
