Florissant native Named Veterans Affairs Police ‘Chief of the Year’
OMAHA, Neb. — The Department of Veterans Affairs named Florissant, Mo., native Dennis Moore VA Police Services “Chief of the Year” at its annual awards banquet in Tampa, Fla. April 27. 

Moore is the chief of police for the VA Nebraska-Western Iowa Health Care System, and is based at its medical center in Omaha at 4101 Woolworth Ave.
