Veterans Invited to Learn about VA benefits at Info Fair
OMAHA, Neb. — The Department of Veterans Affairs provides an array of benefits to America’s Veterans. Understanding all that are available can be confusing. 

To help Veterans become more aware about the benefits they may be eligible for, the VA Nebraska-Western Iowa Health Care System is hosting a Veterans Information Fair June 18 from 1 to 5 p.m. at the Lincoln clinic at 600 S. 70th Street.

Other VA agencies that will be available include the Lincoln Vet Center and VA Regional Office. 

Veterans groups will have members available including the American Legion, Disabled American Veterans, Military Order of the Purple Heart, Veterans of Foreign Wars, and the Vietnam Veterans of America. 

The information fair is being hosted by the Veterans Patient Advisory Group.
