To Lincoln, Lancaster 2013 Combined Federal Campaign 
Recognized for Largest Dollar Increase of $10,602 

   

OMAHA, Neb., January 31, 2013 — Employees at the Department of Veterans Affairs health care clinic 
in Lincoln, Neb., were honored at a ceremony Jan. 30 for increasing their overall contributions by 

$10,602.79 – the largest dollar increase in the Lincoln and Lancaster County 2012 Combined Federal 
Campaign.  

VA Nebraska-Western Iowa Health Care System, Lincoln employees contributed $27,025. This was 64 

percent more than their cumulative 2011 contributions.  

They were also honored for the second largest percentage increase in participation from the 2011 
campaign.
