VA to Collaborate with Community for Mental Health Summit 
 
OMAHA, Neb., Aug. 29, 2013 — VA Nebraska-Western Iowa Health Care System is hosting a Mental 
Health Summit Sept. 6 to collaborate with community partners from around the area in a special dialogue 
about the mental health needs of local Veterans.  
 
The summit is part of the U.S. Department of Veterans Affair’s effort to enhance the mental health and 
well-being of Veterans and their family members through increased collaboration between VA and the 
community.
